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U nderstanding This Season 

of Birthing  

 

When doing some studying about 

birthing and conception recently, I ran 

across a word that helped to bring great 

clarity on the matter.  Genowah is a 

Greek word that has been used to 

translate into conceived and born since 

it means the process between 

conception and birth.   In Mathew 2:1, 

Jesus was physically born in 

Bethlehem.  

 

Now when Jesus was born (Genowah) 

in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of 

Herod the king, behold, there came wise 

men from the east to Jerusalem. In 

Matthew 1:20, Mary conceived with the 

Holy Ghost But while he thought on 

these things, behold, the angel of the 

Lord appeared unto him in a dream, 

saying,  

ñJoseph, thou son of David, fear not to 

take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that 

which is conceived (Genowah) in her is 

of the Holy Ghost.ò 

 

 

 

When you are born there is an audience, 

but when you were conceived there 

were only two.  Being born is an event, 

but being conceived speaks of an 

intimate relationship.  James 4:8 says, 

ñDraw nigh to God, and he will draw 

nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye 

sinners; and purify your hearts, ye 

double minded.ò 

  

When you have been intimate with God 

you can know how to love others.   We 

are told in I John 4:7, ñBeloved, let us 

love one another: for love is of God; 

and every one that loveth is born 

(conceived (Genowah)) of God, and 

knoweth God.ò    

 

When you have been intimate with God 

you can overcome the world according  

to I John 5:3-4, which says, ñFor this is 

the love of God, that we keep his 

commandments: and his 

commandments are not grievous. For 

whatsoever is born (conceived 

(Genowah)) of God overcometh the 

world: and this is the victory that 

overcometh the world, even our faith.ò

The only thing you ever want to give birth to is what 

has been conceived of the Holy Ghost.   When God 

has placed something inside of you, money canôt buy 

it, relationships canôt build it, stuff canôt replace it, 

and the devil canôt have it.   When a church has 

conceived God has placed something supernatural in 

her. You are going to be in covenant with God through 

the Holy Ghost, sealed by Christôs blood. 

 

When the Holy Ghost comes in, the kingdom of God 

conceives something inside of you that you cannot be 

contained.  Thatôs why your tongue gives up its rights 

to say whatever it wants and become subject to the 

leading of the Spirit of God. You have conceived 

power to lay hands on the sick and the bible says they 

shall recover.  

The devil told some of you that what burned inside of 

you was stillborn and you would never conceive 

again.  The devil is a liar and there is a delivery date 

determined. 

 

There are not many things that compares to waiting 

for something that has been conceived in you that has 

not been born yet.   

 

When you are pregnant, you canôt see the baby, you 

canôt hold it in your arms, and you do not know its 

future. You just know what you desire and have 

dreamed about. 

When something is placed inside of you by God there 

is a day when itôs not just talk anymore.  You have to 

move from the realm of talking about it to the realm of 

actually doing something. We are told in the epistle of 

James 1:23-24, ñFor if any be a hearer of the word,

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Prepare for Flu Season

Itôs flu-shot season and again the 

CDC Advisory Committee in 

Atlanta  is urging nearly everyone to 

get vaccinated. There is even a new 

higher dose for those over the age of 

65. The difference between last year 

and this one is that a record supply is available. There 

is an all-in-one inoculation that protects against the 

swine ïflu strain, plus 2 other types of influenza. 

Flu symptoms are different from the common cold.  

The symptoms include fever, and/or chills, cough, 

sore throat, muscle aches and pains, headache and 

fatigue.  Some people experience vomiting and 

diarrhea.  

It is advisable that people in the high risk category get 

vaccinated.  People in the high-risk category include 

young children, anyone 50 or over, anyone with 

chronic medical conditions such as asthma, diabetes, 

heart disease conditions, and pregnant women. 

Healthcare workers and caregivers are also in this 

category.  Exceptions include babies younger than 6 

months and those who are severely allergic to eggs. 

Some pharmacies have already started offering the 

vaccinations. Check with your physicians and clinics 

for availability. Donôt wait too long, it takes about 2 

weeks to take effect. The flu season usually starts in 

November. Itôs better to be safe than sorry.

What is E-Giving? 

E-Giving is short for electronic 

giving.  It is an automatic transfer 

program that allows you to make 

contributions without the hassle of 

writing checks. 

How does it work? 

Go to our website, 

newbethelchurch.com and click on 

ñE-Giving.ò Then, simply follow 

the directions to authorize an ACH 

deduction and you can make a 

donation via your checking, 

savings account, or debit card; it 

will be transferred directly to the 

churchôs account. Credit cards are 

not accepted. 

What company provides 

this service? 

The Envelope service, established 

in 1915, has been printing our 

offering envelopes. In 1999 they 

began developing E-Giving and it 

was officially launched in June, 

2004. 

Can I donate to various funds and 

caused in the Church? 

Feature Coming Soon! You will be 

able just go to step 2 of ñMaking a 

Donationò and indicate how much 

you would like to give to each 

fund. 

 
How often will the amount be 

deducted from my account? 

Thatôs up to you. You can make a 

one-time donation or set up 

recurring donations. 

What if I make a mistake during the 

process? 

No problem, you will have a 

chance to confirm, cancel, or 

change any transaction before it is 

submitted. 

 

What do I put in the offering 

plate when it comes around during 

worship? 

You will receive a printed receipt 

of your donation that can be used to 

place inside your envelope to put in 

the offering envelope. 

What if I try it and I donôt like it? 

You can cancel your automatic 

deduction schedule on the website 

at any time. 

Can I look up my donations online? 

You can view all donations 

completed online, print out a 

statement, and even use it for tax 

purposes. Please note that the 

online statement will not show any 

offerings you gave at the church 

(e.g., checks and envelope giving). 

You may obtain your complete 

donation statement from the 

treasurer. 

How much does E-Giving cost? 

Nothing to you and a nominal fee 

to the church. 

Can anyone at the church see my 

account numbers? 

No one at the church has access to 

your personal information. 

Can I use my credit/debit cards? 

Yes, you are allowed to use debit 

cards, but we have disable our 

credit card feature. No, credit cards 

are not allowed.

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September's newsletter theme is óBirthingô but since 

we are celebrating the Pastor/First Family this month 

as well, I would like to share the birthing that God, 

through the Man of God, the Shepherd, the Teacher, 

the Preacher, allowed to take place in my life. 

 

As I looked back over the past three and one-half 

years of my life, I cannot help but to give God the 

glory for what He has done for me.  When I think 

about how He set me free from so many chains that 

had me bound.  Chains or strongholds that I myself 

did not know existed until He brought me here to New 

Bethel.   

 

I was listening to a sermon one Sunday entitled, 

ñCompassion for those we see in Need:  Do This and 

You Will Live,ò with the text coming from Luke 10: 

25-37, focusing on verses 28 & 33.  The longer I 

listened, there seemed to be a familiarity about the 

story.  I closed my eyes and as I journeyed along with 

the certain man in verse 30 who went down from 

Jerusalem to Jericho, I realized that ócertain manô was 

me.    

 

I, during that time of my life, was on a spiritual 

journey not knowing exactly what was lacking but 

knew that there was a void in my life that had to be 

filled.  Although I had been in church my whole life, 

teaching, singing, and working for the Kingdom of 

God, I knew I needed something more than what I was 

getting.  I now know as I look back that there was a 

hunger and thirst after that something.  I told myself 

that there HAS to be more.  And because Godôs Word 

is true as stated in Matthew 5:6, the process began, the 

journey of being filled. 

 

As I said before, I was that certain man who fell 

among thieves, who stripped me, rejected me, and left 

me to die of my wounds.  I was slighted by those who 

should have been there for me, those same ones who 

crossed to the other side, ignoring me and the spiritual 

help that I needed.  Now please understand, I donôt 

blame them totally because I did a good job of 

covering my wounds so it was possible that they just 

didnôt see or know how to help me.   

 

 

When the priest came down the road, he didnôt see my 

wounds because I was working diligently in the 

church so he passed on by.  The Levite came by but 

because he saw me singing in the choir and teaching 

Sunday school did not recognize that my heart was 

crying out.  BUT thanks be to God that He saw. 

 

In the parable, there was a Samaritan, a stranger, who 

didnôt normally travel that road.  Allow me to interject 

that God is truly merciful and faithful to His Word.  

Because of His compassion, He used this stranger to 

care for this certain man.  Because of His compassion 

for me, God used a man I did not know to spiritually 

care for and nurture me.  You ask who was this man I 

did not know, well, it was Pastor Murphy.  God, 

through Pastor Murphy, stopped, bandaged my 

wounds, pouring on oil; brought me to a Holy place 

(New Bethel), and took care of me.  The birthing that I 

spoke of at the beginning was how God restored me.  

You see, it was on this road that God used His Man of 

God to see beyond the cover-up and feed me heartily 

with His Word; it was on this road that I received the 

Baptism of the Holy Ghost; it was on this road over 3 

years ago that God anointed and prepared me to 

preach the Gospel.  

 

Most of you may think that I have known Pastor and 

Lady Murphy all or most of my married life of 24 

years to my husband Stefan, Pastorôs cousin.  But no, I 

met them when we visited New Bethel in February 

2007.  Little did I know of what God had in store for 

me when He set us out on the journey here that day. 

That was the day I met the Man and Woman of God 

whom God had chosen to use as He did the good 

Samaritan on that road to Jericho.  God chose Pastor 

Murphy because He was a man after His own heart, a 

man who lives out His purpose of seeing souls won to 

Christ, a man who is so in tuned with Godôs will for 

His people, a man who would be obedient to the 

assignment - the calling He had on my life.   

 

Pastor Murphy is the most humble man I know and 

this article may even embarrass him a bit because he 

does what he does not for accolades, a pat on the back, 

nor for show but because he truly loves the Lord and 

wishes to imitate His walk.
